2010 Whole Earth Festival!

Hello! Thank you for your interest in participating in 2010's Whole Earth Festival, "From the Ground Up." We look forward to viewing your handmade homespun Wares, as you are a vital pillar in upholding the ethics of our progressively environmental and educational festival. We recognize the hard work, craftsmanship, and sustainable techniques you put in to your product, and so do the thousands that come to the festival.  

This year we have had to reduce the number of crafts booths due to UC Davis construction, so we are taking this opportunity of reduced quantity to focus more on the quality of our crafters. It is our hope that this venture will increase your sales and eliminate import vending. If you use any goods that are not made in the USA (imported) and are not fair trade certified or verified by a similair organization, we kindly ask you not to apply to our festival. If you are not sure, please do the research before you apply.

Important dates and details 
The 2010 Whole Earth Festival is on May, 7th, 8th & 9th on the UC Davis Quad. 

The application fee for applications postmarked by February 9 is $15. 

The application fee for applications mailed after February 9 is $25. These applications must be in house by 5:00 pm February 21st. Due to the Crafts Jury held shortly after deadline, there will be no more applications accepted after this date, no exceptions.
The booth fee for each 10'x10' space is $425. You may apply for a 20'x10' space with a fee of $850. There will be no booths larger than 20'x10' due to fire regulations. Please understand that due to the decreased number of booth space, and the increasing costs of running the festival, we had to increase the application cost slightly this year. 
The 8 foot table fee in The Bee's Bazaar is $200. This is offered to local, low budget, or new crafters that want to try their hand at selling what they love to create. We shall provide a table and a place to hang light wieght 4'x1' banner with your art space name. You will be in a market-like setting with other communal space vendors. This is a first come first serve basis, so please specify if you would like a regular booth in the case that the Communal Vendor’s Bazaar is full, or vice versa. 
University insurance rates for all types of vendors will be $15. (Woohoo! :) If you have your own general liability insurance, please ask your insurance carrier to add "The Regents of the University of California" under the "also insured" section of your policy. Please also ask your ins. carrier to include your booth/business name on paperwork sent. Proof of this insurance will need to be provided. Homeowner's insurance will not be accepted. 

UC Davis requires proof of automobile insurance in the amount of $200,000 to anyone bringing a vehicle to the festival. 

You should know by the end of March whether or not you have been accepted to the festival. Booth fees and insurance must be postmarked by April 10th. 

All fees must be paid by cashier's check or money order. No personal checks will be accepted!
