The following information contains everything you will need to know about getting to Davis, checking in, and where you should be during the festival. Please read all of the information provided, it will help make your WEF experience go as smoothly as freshly squeezed Aloe on a warm sunny day.

Vehicle Identification Form:

To be admitted, you must fill out and return a vehicle identification form, as well as proof of both auto and liability insurance. 

 You will be issued a parking permit for this/these vehciles only. A maxium of two vehicles per entertainment group, and one per speaker, can be issued. If you have extra parking needs, contact us by e-mail and we will try to accommodate them. All correspondence must reach us by April 20th.

Directions:
Take I-80 towards Davis.  Take the 113 interchange NORTH, towards Woodland.  Exit on Russell Blvd, and turn RIGHT, following Russell Blvd past La Rue Rd, and turn right on California Ave. 

It is recommended that you arrive at the California gate approximately one hour before your performance time. There will be given your parking permit and a pass that allows you Quad access for your pre-performance load-in, performance time, and post-performance load-out. If you wish to park on campus before your performance, check in with the gate on California Ave. to pick up your parking permit. A parking map can be found at http://taps.ucdavis.edu/parking/info/maps.cfm.
Unloading/Loading:
Once you have been instructed to proceed onto the main campus, where you can and cannot park will be clearly marked, so please follow the signs. As this is a working campus, several challenges exist in getting vehicles into the "core area" where you will be setting up. Parking is extremely restricted (normally banned to any vehicle traffic except bicycles), and must not interfere with campus vehicles, including emergency vehicles and busses. Be wary of your time limit. Parking on the Quad will be carefully monitored and vehicles that exceed this time will be subject to fines and will be towed at the owner's expense. Towed vehicles may be recovered by contacting the U.C. Davis Police Dept. at (530) 752-1727.

Class in Session Friday:
All of the gates which allow entry into the core AUTOMATICALLY LOCK FOR 15 minutes each hour during class changes, although vehicles can leave the area, no more can enter during this period.

Accommodations:
Please be advised that University regulations prohibit overnight camping anywhere on campus. There is camping available at the KOA Kampground in West Sacramento aat 3951 Lake Rd. We have included a hotel listing for your convenience.
