Subject:  Parking and Traffic Control!
The following information contains everything you will need to know about getting to Davis, checking in, and where you should be during the festival.  Please write your Festival Identification Number in the upper right hand corner of this letter.  We’ll use this number to reference your booth-location and parking information.  Please read all of the information provided, it will help make your WEF experience go as smoothly as frozen soy yogurt on a warm sunny day.  Vehicles that overstay their assigned loading times, or park anywhere other than designated areas will be subject to strict parking enforcement by the university, to include fines and towing. 
Pre-Festival Stuff (How do I get there, what do I do when I get there?)

Vehicle Identification Form:

Please fill out and return a vehicle identification form.  You will be issued a parking permit for this vehicle only.  If you have other parking needs, contact us in writing and we will try to accommodate them.  All correspondence must reach us by May1st.  

Directions:

Take I-80 towards Davis.  Take the 113 interchange NORTH, towards Woodland.  Exit on Russell Blvd, and turn RIGHT, heading east, towards downtown Davis.  Turn RIGHT onto La Rue Rd (second stoplight), heading south.  At Orchard Park Dr, turn RIGHT, heading west.  Turn into lot 35 on your immediate LEFT.

Staging Area:

Welcome to lot 35, where you have just been directed to!  Here, you will need to show your Festival Identification Number to the friendly WEF volunteer who greets you.  If you do not have your FIN, please have your booth name, your last name, and the area of the festival that you are part of, i.e. crafts, social justice, service, health and well being, appropriate technology, environmental education etc, this will aid your parking guide to assist you.
CRAFTS:  You must show proof of both auto and liability insurance (a certificate that name “UC Regents” as additionally insured) if you do not purchase liability insurance from WEF.

EDUCATION:  You need only show proof of auto insurance. 

After these verifications, you will be given explicit instructions as to how and when to proceed to the Quad.
Festival Stuff (OK, I’m here… now what?)

Unloading/Loading:
Once you have been instructed to proceed onto the main campus, you will have 30 minutes to unload your vehicle.  Where you can and cannot park will be clearly marked, so please follow the signs.  There will be plenty of WEFfies to help you with your plethora of stuff.  Be wary of your 30 minute time limit.  Parking on the Quad will be carefully monitored and vehicles that exceed this time limit will be subject to fines and will be towed at the owners expense.  (We recommend that you unload and move your car before setting your booth up – feel free to find a WEFie to watch your booth if you don’t have a person do so).Towed vehicles may be recovered by contacting the U.C. Davis Police Dept. at (530)752-1727.  (I really didn’t enjoy writing that, so you can see how serious this parking thing is this year.)  If you need to get more than one vehicle onto the Quad to unload, you will need to submit a request in writing by April 20th. 
Gate Times:
Load-in on Friday, May 12th will begin at 6am  You will be directed to line up in the parking lot so we can check you in, in the order you came.

Limited access to Quad:  

As this is a working campus, several challenges exist in getting vehicles into the “core area” where you will be setting up.  Parking is extremely restricted (normally banned to any vehicle traffic except bicycles), and must not interfere with campus vehicles, including emergency vehicles and busses.  

Classes in Session on Friday:
All the gates which allow entry into the core AUTOMATICALLY LOCK FOR 15 minutes each hour during class changes.  Although vehicles can leave the area, no more can enter during this period.  This forced break slows down our process considerably, but we’ll get you in eventually.  Load-outs will happen Friday, Saturday, and Sunday between 4pm and 7pm.  There will be gate access Saturday and Sunday mornings beginning at 7am.

Weekend Parking:
As soon as you are finished unloading, move your vehicle off the Quad.  Lot 35, where you checked in, is available to you free of charge all weekend with your parking permit.  Please be advised that university regulations prohibit overnight camping anywhere on campus.  WEF staff will be monitoring the Quad at night to keep an eye on things, but the festival takes no responsibility for damage or theft.  There is camping available at the KOA Campground in West Sacramento at 3951 Lake Rd.  I have included a hotel listing for your convenience.
